There were no questions from the board. Greg made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report, seconded by John…. motion carried. 
 Fire District Report-fire districts meetings don’t have a set time…Tom received a meeting packet in the mail, the same night that they had the meeting, so he was not able to attend.  They are still looking at the purchase/buy out of the Curtiss fire hall. They are also looking at building one in Owen.
Zoning  Report –   no report-Updates to the zoning ordinance need to be made-Dawn will contact Marla for the updates and start updating the ordinance.  

Building Permits-1 building permit-Motion to approve by was made by Greg, seconded by John…motion carried.  

Heating/building updates-Tom changed/fixed the lights that needed replacing.  Last Sunday Dawn called Tom and said that the town hall was flooded. Tom came down and pumped the water out. This was caused by the hot water heater rupturing.  We will need to replace it.  Motion made by John to purchase a tankless water heater, seconded by Greg…motion carried.  

 Gravel/Roads/Culvert/New Grader updates –should start on a gravel list.  Dennis said that he had one started with Bic.  They will keep working on it and then work with Tom on it.  There is some concern about the fuel mileage on the new grader.
