Zoning Report- The zoning committee have not been able to meet.  Dawn is still working on updating the ordinance.
Building permits- Two applications were submitted.  Motion to approve both applications was made by Greg, seconded by John…motion carried.
Election Inspector 2024-2025-Mary Fredrick would like to be the election inspector. Greg made a motion to approve Mary Fredrick as the election inspector, seconded by John-motion carried.
  
Resolution 04162024, to appoint Fire District Representative for the township—One year term nomination for a representative to represent the township for the fire district –Tom Wilcox, nomination for a backup alternative for the township—John Hoover.  Motion to approve resolution 04162024 Tom Wilcox as representative, and John Hoover as backup alternative was made by Greg, seconded by John…motion carried.

Heating/Building updates- New hot water heater is installed and working.
Grader Operator Position- The board was offered by Sany some free training on how to run the new grader.  They would like to have the grader operators and some others who have shown some interest to participate.
Gravel/Roads/Culvert updates- the board discussed road projects-roads that need fixing.  Grader was taken for a tune-up.  There was a great improvement in how the grader turns and shifts now.  The front-end still needs some work.
Ditching Policy- Michelle is working on getting one put together. Some things the board would like to be included are: all ditching will need to be approved by the board, the town will contribute a percentage of the work-will pay half. The board will approve the price and they will have to work with the town for all aspects of the job. If not done to their specifics, they will be charged up to 3X it costs to fix the damage.
Board of Review-reminder—date is May 2nd from 6-8pm.
Waste Management Contract-our contract with them is ending and they have offered the township a new contract.  The board tabled until next month.  John will be reaching out to another recycling contractor to see if we could get a better rate.

Agenda items for next meeting-Ditch Cleaning policy, Culvert bid, recycling contract, liquor license.
Public Comment—some road signs and posts need replacing.  Need 3 new stop signs, and road signs for Ramadka Ave and Oak Rd, Robin Ave and Popple River Rd.  Question from the floor—Are we making sure that building permits that are approved not in flood plains.  Tom answered—Yes.
Other business—Tom received a letter from the state that we need to inventory our culverts.  They will pay 100.00 for every qualifying culvert. We need to find an engineering firm that will inventory them for that amount.  Tom also received a letter from JJ Brushmowing, with a bid for cutting 75.00 an hour for grass, 85.00 an hour for brush.  The board is not sure that they will be hiring that out, would prefer to do it ourselves if possible.

Approve and pay bills-John made a motion to approve & pay bills, seconded by Greg-motion carried.
