Town Board Meeting Minutes
May 8th 2024

Tom called the meeting to order at 7:08pm
John was unable to attend
Approve minutes from the previous monthly meeting-Michelle read the meeting minutes from the April 2024 meeting. Greg made a motion to approve the meeting minutes, seconded by Tom-motion carried.
Treasurer’s Report-Michelle gave the balances from the end of April for the accounts-Checking ($101,757.94), Public Savings-($170,809.26), & ARPA Savings-($39,402.86). There were no questions from the Board. Greg made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report, seconded by Tom….motion carried. 
Culvert bids—Tabled from last month.  Discussion of needing a longer culvert.  Motion to approve Paul Bugar trucking was made by Tom, seconded by Greg…motion carried.
Fire District-Tabled until next month.  John attended the last meeting but was unavailable to report.
Zoning Report –Nothing to report
Building permits- One application was  submitted.  Motion to approve was made by Tom, seconded by Greg…motion carried.
Liquor License and Operators License-The Green Grove Athletic field submitted a license request along with 4 operators licenses.  Greg made a motion to approve the license and operators licenses, seconded by Tom…motion carried.
Grader-there were some issues with the new grader, the company came and fixed it.  The grader operators also thought there was something wrong with the oil pressure with the new grader.  The town received a letter to explain how the oil pressure differs from other graders and that it is safe to run.  The town was considering adding “autograde” to the new grader.  They received a quote of 16,984.75. The decision was made not to add at this time, as one of the John Deere graders does have it if needed.  There was some discussion on selling one of the graders, and it will either be up for sealed bids or taken to an auction in Wausau.  The lease is almost up on the new grader.  The interest rate has changed since we first were approved for the loan with Citizens State Bank.  Sany proposed paying the difference of the interest that we would have to pay through the life of the loan.  A new purchase agreement was presented with 3,061.44 being deducted from the bill, with a total balance of 340,536.80, less our down payment.   Greg made a motion to approve the new purchase agreement and go ahead with the loan 340,536.80  through Citizens State Bank, seconded by  Tom….motion carried.

Ditching Policy-Michelle read the new “Ditching Policy” for the board.  Motion to approve was made by Greg…seconded by Tom…motion carried.

Heating/Building updates-  no updates
 
Gravel/Roads/Culvert updates-  Gravel is already being added to the roads.  A new culvert is needed on Eddy Road.  Motion was made by Greg to approve a culvert for Eddy Rd, seconded by Tom…motion carried.
 
Waste Management Contract- tabled until next month.  John was not available to update the board with any other options that the town may have for a possible cheaper alternative.
