Approve minutes from the previous monthly meeting-Michelle read the meeting minutes from the May 2024 meeting. There was one correction made to the meeting minutes. Tom made a motion to approve the meeting minutes, seconded by John-motion carried.

The grant  would help with the cost of a  new fire station. With the grant, the new hall would cost about half the amount that Curtiss wants for their fire hall.  We will wait for more information.  One problem brought to the boards attention, is that meeting notices are often received after the meeting has already taken place.
